3. Progress Update on RAF Youth & Schools Tournaments

3.1
Youth

MP advised that most arrangements were now in place: he was awaiting confirmation from Eirias Park regarding pitch bookings.  MP advised that all clubs would be emailed inviting them to enter the U11, U13, U15 and U17 tournaments with a deadline for a response being 5/03/08. He would also Email an order of play as soon as entries were confirmed.
Clubs were also asked to forward the details of any young umpires who wished to officiate at the U11s and U13s tournaments. (Action: All)

3.2
Schools

Schools tournaments were up and running. WP would feedback on the results at the next meeting.

4. Progress Update on NEWI North Wales Competitions

JU advised that owing to the WHU having booked NEWI on 12th and 13th April for GB Superleague training, the Semi Finals and Finals of all NEWI North Wales Competitions would now be held on the weekend of 26th/27th April instead.
5. Discipline Issues

Following receipt of a red card in a 2nd XI cup match for a player from Wrexham, the Executive Committee established a Disciplinary Committee (as required by the WHU(NR) Constitution) to review and deal with the matter.  The people nominated were: Andy Ible, Matt Pritchard, Ian Wright and Mark Davies.  Discussions would be conducted by E-mail and a decision sent to Wrexham HC by JU.
It was agreed that the current arrangements for dealing with discipline needed to be improved. Currently, the Constitution required a small committee to be set up each time a red card offence was reported. This was acceptable but, the Executive believed that it was necessary to have a “named” person for all correspondence relating to disciplinary issues. This would make the lines of communication easier for the WHU, Cheshire (who dealt with red card offences committed by players from North Wales in the North League and North West League) and umpires completing red card report forms.  It was agreed that a proposal be put to the AGM to change the Constitution to this effect. (Action: Chair & Vice Chair)
6. Finance

JU reported that the current balance of the main account was £1125. This included the first tranch of NEWI sponsorship money (£500) but excluded the £250 RAF sponsorship  to cover expenses associated with running the regional RAF tournaments. 

The savings account balance was £1080.57 (this being the money transferred from the old Youth & Schools account).
It was noted that league and cup fees were still outstanding from Colwyn Bay.

JU reported that the Sportsmatch application was to be sent shortly to SCW for final ratification.

7. Umpires Report

IW was asked to confirm with Alan Brookes regarding the umpires regarding the NEWI North Wales Cup finals on 26th/27th April 2008. (Action: IW)
8. WHU News Update

The WHU hierarchy wanted clubs to note the following:

· The potential commitments of clubs in national tournaments over March and April.

· 19th April 08 – Veterans Tournament Weekend (NEWI)

· 17th/18th May 08 – Welsh Cup Semis/Finals (WIS, Cardiff)

· 24th/25th/26th 08 – European Qualifying Tournament (WIS, Cardiff)

· That clubs should identify coaches who might want help in developing their skills and knowledge.  Chris Marriott would run a skills session in North Wales in the near future.

· That the AGM would be held on 16th March 2008 at WIS and (by video conference) at Plas Menai. All clubs should make every effort to attend.

· That only one nomination had been received from the north for the new WHU directors: Mary Bainbridge (Wrexham HC).

9. North Wales representative in Euro Qualifier
ME reported that the North Wales Premier Cup winner would be the North Wales representative at the European Qualifying Tournament at WIS on 24th/25th/26th May.  The region’s AGM would discuss whether this should be amended in future years so that there was a playoff between the club highest in the English leagues and the North Wales Premier Cup winners.
10. WHU (NR) AGM 08
This would be held on Thursday, 15th May at the Plough, St Asaph. The region was in need of a Secretary as JU had been taking the notes and fulfilling that function unofficially this year.  It was agreed that ME, as outgoing Chair, would fulfil the role of Treasurer as JU would become Chair for 2008/09 (as Northop Hall’s representative).

Clubs were urged to send a representative and it was considered putting a motion to the AGM that clubs that did not turn up at the AGM would be fined. (Action: All club representatives).
The AGM would review the past year and set out the objectives for the coming season. It would also amend the Constitution as necessary.
