HOW TO DO DEVELOP A CLUB - SCHOOL DEVELOPMENT LINK
The following guide shows the process which anyone wishing to coach within schools must adhere to. 

The sports development department/officer you are working with will help you with all the points below and will be able to advise you with anything relating to the programme you wish to develop.

1. Contact your local development officer/Dragon Sport Officer or Sport Development Unit. They will be able to advise you which schools will be best to work with and will most probably already have a good working relationship with the schools and specific teachers. They will probably be in a better position to contact the schools, than you doing it directly.

2. Coaches wishing to coach in schools must have at least a level 1 UKCC hockey coaching certificate. 

3. Coaches will be required to complete a CRB check for the authority they will be working in. (CRB’s from previous employment WILL NOT be valid).
4. If you wish to be paid for the work you are doing you will have to enrol on the payroll for the sports development department. If you wish to volunteer then this will not be needed. 
5. Produce the following:
-Coaching programme (6 weeks x coaching plans)

- Flyers to promote local club session

6. Think about hosting a fun festival for the schools you have coached to compete in. Possibly at the local high school and get volunteers from the high school and the local club to help run the event.
